












  UALR’s Community Chorus announced their 2009-2010 season, 
which includes a seasonal favorite with a twist. Bevan Keating, as-
sistant professor of music, will direct all three performances.

  The fi rst performance will be a joint concert with the UALR 
Concert Choir on November 12.  The Community Chorus  will pres-
ent Joseph Haydn's "Te Deum" and the Concert Choir will perform 
Bach’s “Motet No. 1.” The Chamber Choir will sing several advanced 
acapella works from a variety of genres. The concert will be at 7:30 
p.m. in the Stella Boyle Smith Concert Hall in the Fine Arts Building 
on the UALR campus.

  The next concert, Handel's Messiah, will be on December 11 at 
7:30 p.m. by the UALR Community Chorus and the Second Pres-
byterian Church Chorus, with audience participation invited. The 
concert will take place at Second Presbyterian Church located at 600 
Pleasant Valley Drive in West Litt le Rock.

  Karen Kuralt, Community Chorus member and assistant professor of rhetoric and writing, said shortly 
aft er the chorus’ 2007 performances of Messiah, members of the community began inquiring when they would 
perform the piece again. 

  Scores will be provided in the lobby of Second Presbyterian Church for audience members who want to join 
in the singing. “It is an accessible piece that is both memorable and emotionally vibrant,” Kuralt said. “Nearly 
all singers who have any kind of formal training are familiar with this work, and even those who are not for-
mally trained recognize the famous Hallelujah Chorus instantly.”

  Kuralt says there is nowhere else in Arkansas where music lovers can have an experience on this scale.
  “As any of our choir members will tell you, no matt er how many concerts you have att ended as a spectator, 

there is nothing that can compare, musically or emotionally, with actually being inside, a part of, the perfor-
mance.”

  The season will wrap up on April 3, 2010 with a performance of Mendels-
sohn’s ���•�'�1�Š�‘ at 7:30 p.m. at Second Presbyterian Church.

sium, workshop for teachers, and feature fi lms 
with the theme “Perspective, Progress, and 
Promise” celebrating the 20th anniversary of the 
fall of the Berlin Wall and German reunifi cation. 
     The fall of the wall on Nov. 9, 1989, and con-
secutively the German reunifi cation on Oct. 3, 
1990, were monumental turning points in history, 
according to Susanne Wagner, assistant professor 
of German studies. 
     “While this historical moment represented 
many ‘ends,’ it also allowed for the emergence of 
new beginnings — the beginning of the 21st cen-
tury, spreading of democracy, and the opening of 
world fi nancial markets.” 
     The symposium is from noon to 2 p.m. Tues-
day, Nov. 3, in Room 103 of the Donald W. 
Reynolds Center for Business and Economic 
Development on the UALR campus. Symposium 
panelists and other speakers representing educa-
tion, the business community, and government 
agencies will discuss the fall of the Berlin Wall 
and how German reunifi cation impacted the 
global community to include business and indus-
try. 
     Panel participants include Andrew Drum-
mond, assistant professor of political science; 
Thorsten Gott fried, cultural att aché for the Ger-
man consulate general in Houston; Peter Höyng, 
chair and professor of German Studies at Emory 
University; Lenka Horakova, UALR alumna 
who works at the Arkansas Economic Develop-
ment Commission as global project manager for 
Europe; Rolf T. Wigand, professor of informa-
tion science and management at UALR; and Rob 
Lentz, vice president of Acxiom Corporation.
Stephen Farrelly, assistant professor of philosophy 
at UALR, will provide a brief 
keynote presentation.
     The German Studies program will also present 
a workshop, “Teaching the Wall,” for current and 
prospective teachers of German. 
     Conducted by Höyng, the workshop is 
scheduled from 2 to 5 p.m. Wednesday, Nov. 2, in 
the Stabler Hall Language Lab. 
     Additionally, three fi lms related to the subject 
will be shown beginning at 7:30 p.m. in Stabler 
Hall Room 303. “The Tunnel” is scheduled for Oct. 
27 followed by “The Promise” on Nov. 3 and 
“Good Bye Lenin!” Nov. 10.
