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Annual Report 2008-2009

Adult Student Advocacy Program

· The Office of Campus sponsored the Kappa Nu Chapter of the Alpha Sigma Lambda Adult Student Honor Society (ASL) through the Adult Student Advocacy Program (ASAP).  New ASL membership rose 238% in 2009 with 77 members inducted compared to 23 in 2008.

· The Office of Campus Life sponsored ASAP Peer Mentoring trained and matched 57 adult student mentors with 94 mentees in fall and 43 additional mentees in spring for a total of 137 matches.

· The ASAP student email listserv registration increased from 287 in May of 2008 to 525 in May of 2009, an 83% increase in outreach.  Messages distributed were regarding campus news, updates, and announcements, including scholarship and financing opportunities, each displaying a tag-line promoting the campus-wide smoking ban.  In the fall semester 205 messages were sent and 231 messages were sent in spring (an increase of 59% over spring 2008), for a total of 436.
· The Office of Campus Life provided the opportunity for adult students to find tutoring services and matched 15 students with Peer Tutoring for courses, such as Business Writing, Algebra, CNMG Statics, Anatomy & Physiology, Economics, etc.  A presentation was made to the Chairs’ Council in fall and spring to inform them of the service and to recruit student tutors.
· The Office of Campus Life conducted an ASAP special interest session for 23 newly applied adult students on Sunday, Aug. 3, 2008, which included a panel of speakers from across campus and 15 Peer Mentor volunteers.
· The Office of Campus Life sponsored 47 (20 fall & 27 spring) regularly scheduled ASAP Come & Go lunch sessions with an average attendance of 10 adult students at each session.

· The Office of Campus Life offered two new outreach opportunities for adult students taking evening courses by sponsoring

· an ASAP Pizza Party in the fall attended by 15 students and by sponsoring 

· an ASAP Boxed Sandwich Dinner in conjunction with a UPC music concert in the spring.  Twenty students signed up to participate
