In 1975-76 at the Arkansas Educational Television Network, Conway, AR, I produced and taped for television a course of 33 1-hour lessons in Principles of Real Estate.  From 1976 to 1983 this course was telecast almost every semester by AETN as a 3 credit-hour course (Finance 3370) from UALR.  I revised and updated the lessons each semester; the entire course was revised and retaped in 1981. During its continuing run from 1975 to 1984, over 1,500 students from Arkansas and several surrounding states took the course for credit over television.
