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Mission

The Department is committed to achieving excellence in criminology and criminal justice through quality research that advances the field, providing exceptional learning opportunities and service that enhances agencies and professional organizations in the state and nation.

Structure

The department faculty is comprised of criminal justice professionals who have years of real-world experience prior to entering the classroom; this experience stems from the areas of law enforcement, intelligence/national security, corrections board, parole board, law practice, and the private sector.  All faculty still serve in research and service roles in the criminal justice community.  The department offers undergraduate and graduate degree programs ranging from the Associates, Bachelors, Master of Arts, and the forthcoming Master of Science and Doctor of Philosophy degrees.  Additionally, the department has three permanent centers covering senior justice, juvenile justice, and environmental criminology.  All three centers have garnered community reputations for completing research and providing service; their grant awards and contract awards have kept connection between the community and UALR strong.  The department collaborates with other departments on research and internships to foster experiential learning.  Finally, departmental alumni have a strong relationship with the department and current students are active researchers and service leaders in the community; evidenced by numerous awards.
Values

The department has several values connected to its mission.  First, to create exceptional educational opportunities.  Second, to produce quality research that advances criminology and criminal justice field.  Third, to advance agencies and professional organizations across the state and nation. Fourth, to maintain both a practical and theoretical focus in research, teaching and service.  Finally, to promote a dedication to the ideals of integrity and justice. 

To facilitate achievement of the values held by the department, several goals connect with measurable outcomes, which entail the use of core competencies established by UALR.
