Students will write papers specifically in the Advanced Direct Practice courses (I & II), Intergenerational Family Therapy, and Couples Treatment courses that will determine whether they successfully completed goal 2 and related objectives pertaining to knowledge of theories. Successful completion of goal three will be measured by paper and exams in  and exams in Sociology of the Family, and in Diversity and Oppression..
