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Introduction

The UALR Institute of Government Survey Research Center (SRC) conducted a telephone survey at the request of the UALR College of Science & Math (CSAM).  The purpose of the surveys was to learn more about departmental graduates attitudes, opinions, and assessment views regarding their several aspects of their major departments.  The survey was conducted between April 3, 2007 

and May 21, 2007.  

A total of 260 interviews were conducted with graduates from the various departments within CSAM.  In many instances it was difficult to reach the potential respondents using the phone numbers provided by the departments.  When the respondent was reached by phone, the interview was generally completed with relatively few refusals.
The breakdown of completions by department is as follows:

Biology – 27 completes/ 104 total graduates – 26%

Chemistry – 19 completes/ 94 total graduates – 20%

Geology – 19 completes/ 31 total graduates – 61%

Health Sciences – 114 completes/ 575 total graduates – 20%

Math – 34 completes/ 100 total graduates – 34%

Nursing – 36 completes/ 83 total graduates – 43%

Physics – 11 completes/ 30 total graduates – 37%
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
