Now Available in Online/Blended Format
You can now complete a Management Information Systems (MIS) Degree in a combination online and blended format in the Department of Management at the University of Arkansas at Little Rock. The degree requires a very limited number of on-campus class meetings.
Program Description

The MIS major develops competencies in analysis, design, development, and management of business information systems. The program emphasizes the development of computer applications in a business environment and the effective use of computer resources to meet organizational objectives. Technical competencies coupled with a knowledge of all areas of business developed in the major (accounting, economics, finance, management, and marketing) will prepare graduates for career advancement in today’s rapidly changing business environment.

Online/Blended Program Delivery

All courses in the program will be offered fully online except for six courses offered in blended format.  The six blended courses (Management 3307, 3310, 4310, 4312, 4350, 4360) will be taught online approximately 60 percent, in-class approximately 40 percent. These blended courses will be taught on Monday evenings from 6:00-8:40 p.m., meeting on campus only seven times during the semester.  For example, during the fall of 2008, Management 3307 and 4312 will be taught as blended courses on Monday evenings.  The courses will alternate meeting on campus so students can take both classes and attend class on campus a maximum of fourteen evenings if taking both classes.  This same schedule of 2 blended courses will be offered on Monday evenings in the spring and fall of 2009; thus for the entire MIS degree a student would attend class on campus a maximum of 42 times over a 3-semester period.  All other courses are available fully online.  A student may take one or two of the blended courses any one semester, depending upon personal preference; a full load of online classes is available each semester.
Marketability and Job Demand

MIS graduates fill a growing need for information systems personnel and managers who are well prepared to meet the technical and managerial demands of the information technology (IT) industry.  Program graduates (U.S. and international students) are actively recruited by corporations worldwide.

Program Value and Flexibility

This online MIS program is an excellent value in comparison to many alternate delivery programs.  It provides flexibility to working students.  You can take advantage of this program with a limited number of trips to the Little Rock campus for classes.  You schedule your course assignments for times convenient to you—at work, at home, or in a coffee shop!  This educational model works well for students who have other work and family commitments that are competing for their time.
