· be responsible for turning in the final paper (with the final report form attached) to the McNair office by completion of the summer internship
· maintain regular contact with the program, and inform the Assistant Director if there are any personal or programmatic concerns

· submit an abstract for publication in the McNair Research Journal

· assist the student with transforming the research project into a 15 minute oral presentation for the UALR McNair research Symposium and other national symposiums

· attend and introduce the student at the UALR symposium held in September (if unable to attend, please designate a replacement from your department).
· assist the student in preparing and submitting an article for publication (this process may continue into the fall or spring semester, but the paper should still be completed by completion of the summer internship)
