Questions and Answers
1) Q. What should I do before I fill out a Programs Abroad Application?

A. Before completing an application, you should have:

1. Attended a Study Abroad Information Session

2. Met with the Programs Abroad Coordinator

3. Met with your Academic Advisor

4. Researched your programs

2) Q.  Who should complete a Programs Abroad Application?

A. Students who wish to study abroad:

1. on a UALR Exchange Program

2. on an Independent Program

3. on a program in which you want to receive academic credit 
4. on a UALR Summer Language Program (complete Summer Language Program Application found below Programs Abroad Application)
3) Q.  When should I turn in my application?

A. Applications are due to the OIS by the deadline listed on the website.  We encourage you to turn in you application early for review.  

B. Students applying to Language Programs must turn in their applications to Sherrie Ray for review two weeks prior to the application deadline.  

4) Instructions for the application
A. The first page of the application is a checklist of items that need to be turned in.  See below for a description of some of the items:

1. Semester Applying For, meaning the semester you intend to study abroad, will be one of the following:
a. Summer 20__  (e.g. Summer 2011)

b. Fall 20__

c. Spring 20__

d. Year  20__ - 20__

2. Program/Institution Name – will be the host institution such as Fatih University and/or the name of the program provider you are using such as Australearn (if applicable)
B. You must print off the following forms and have them signed and returned in a sealed envelop to you:

1. Departmental/Academic Advisor Approval Form

2. 2 Academic Recommendation Forms

3. 1 Foreign Language Recommendation Form (if applicable)

You will be asked to submit, an official transcript, Course Pre-Approval Form, Financial-Aid Budget, and 2 copies of your application to the host institution  upon receipt of your UALR Programs Abroad Application.
