Student Responsibilities

UALR private scholarship funds are made possible through the generosity of individual and corporate donors.  Scholarships are awarded based on the criteria specified by individual donors.  Private scholarship funds are competitive and criteria are reviewed at the end of each semester.  Students who do not meet these responsibilities are not eligible to receive private scholarship funding for the following semester.
To remain eligible for UALR Private Scholarship funds, students must:
· Maintain a minimum grade point average (GPA) of 2.0 (or the GPA required by the student’s specific scholarship) for the semester and cumulatively.
· Complete 75% of attempted semester coursework with a grade of ‘C’ or better.
· Be degree seeking or working toward a certificate or recognized credential.
Students who are in default on a federal student loan or owe a federal grant repayment are not eligible to receive private scholarship funds. 
Many scholarship funds are renewable; however, students must re-apply for funds by March 1st of each year.  Scholarships are not automatically renewed.
