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WHEREAS

SGA should purchase smoking literature, smoking cessation novelties, and anti-smoking media for Health Services with funds designated to community service. 

THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED

The SGA should spend up to but not exceeding $2500.00 out of the account designated for community service to purchase smoking literature, smoking cessation novelties, and anti-smoking media. Since the UALR campus is moving toward a “smoke free campus” there may be a greater need for these items to assist in Health Services current smoking cessation program. The program is funded by the Chancellor’s Office, but the funding allotted is inadequate. The SGA can use these items to set up tables in the DSC and at campus events, such as Up All Night, to advertise the changes our campus is making for the next school year.
