1st Senate Meeting of 2009-2010 Student Government Association

The meeting was called to order by Vice President Nital Desai at 12:08 p.m. 

This was followed by role call of senators Simone Lewis, Peter Nguyen (late), Malia Ford (late), Michael Cena, Omar Berumen, and Shannon Williams, Autumn Marshall, Jennifer Stuthard, Sarah Mondet, Darius Toney, Michael Fascio, Shuja Rayaz, LaQuita Norris, Justin Meeks.

There were three special guests: Bradley McColey, Lascelles Lyn-Cook, Mahreen Arshad

Nominations were called by President Christopher Smith. Nick Norfolk as Chief of Justice, Vinay Patel as Chief of Staff, LaShanda Burks as Secretary.  Vice-President Desai entertains a motion to have appointments approved and it was voted by an unanimous decision. 

Vice President Desai entertains the motion to open the floor for nominations of President-pro-tempore.  Senator Berumen nominates Senator Rayaz and seconded by Senator Meeks.  Senator Fasico nominates Senator Lewis, seconded by Senator Nguyen.  Senator Meeks nominates himself, seconded by Senator Nguyen.  
Senator Rayaz, Senator Lewis, Senator Meeks each gave their qualifications for their respective sought positions. Nomination process was closed and the nominees left the room, in order for the Senate to discuss their nominations and went into voting process.  The new President Pro-Tempore is Shuja Rayaz.  

New members were then sworn in accordingly.   

There was no Correspondence of the Senate to be read. 

Executive Report: 

President Smith went to committee on committees to discuss who will be appointed.  He asked everyone to send in what committee they would like to be on through e-mail as soon as possible.  

E.O.C.:

The Standing Committee: Executive Oversight Committee (E.O.C.) will be comprised of the Most Senior Senator, President Pro- Tempore, and two randomly selected Senators. The E.O.C. makes appointments to help determine the make up of the SGA.  Senator Mondet is the most senior senator, President Pro-Tempore Rayaz, Senator Lewis and Senator Cena were selected randomly for the E.O.C. 
J.O.C.:

The Standing Committee J.O.C. will comprise of four senators who will be responsible for looking at the guiding documents (Constitution and Bylaws).  The following were nominated Senator Fasico, Senator Meeks, Senator Williams, and Senator Stuthard. There was no opposition to the nominations and the vote was unanimous. 

The Special Committee consists of Vice President Desai calling for more feed back on Student of the Month.  

There was no unfinished business to report. 

New business consisted of the Summer Funding and Welcome Week S001-2009 and Brochures S002-2009.  Vice-President Desai entertains a motion to bring S001-2009 to the floor, Senator Meeks moves and Senator Fasico seconds.  Senator Fasico asks where the money comes from and Sentor Meeks spoke with Chief of Staff Patel stating it being a safety net. Vice-President Desai spoke about the money being used just for the summer to take care of any expensive.  Senator Stuthard states what budget is this coming from.  Chief of Staff Patel spoke about their not being a meeting before welcome week and we need access to money to spend for welcome week.  Senator Meeks motion to close debate seconded by Senator Lewis.  A motion to vote on the bill was given and the resulting vote on Summer Funding and Welcome Week S001-2009 was unanimous. 
Vice-President Desai entertains a motion to bring S002-2009 to the floor, Senator Lewis moves and Senator Nuygen seconds.  Senator Lewis speaks on we need 500 brochures for welcome week.  Dr. Austin asks about Simone appointing a committee on the brochure.  Chief of Staff Patel asks who wants to do it and Vice-President Desai says meet with Senator Lewis after the meeting.  Senator Cena moves to close the discussion and seconded by Senator Lewis.  A motion to vote on the bill was given and the resulting vote on Brochures S002-2009 was 1 nay and 8 yea. 

President Smith speaks about Student Appreciation Day being next Monday May 4.  

President Smith states there will be pizza, drinks, cookies, and shirts.  If it rains it will be in the lower part of the concourse of the DSC in front of the gym.  Vice-President Desai speaks about sending an e-mail out about the summer retreat and summer meeting.  President Smith speaks about the summer retreat and tells senators to e-mail in advance the dates they will not be here for the summer.  He also speaks on hitting the ground early and during the retreat their will be a thorough review of Robert’s rule. 

Bradley announces IFC will have an event tomorrow called Car Smashing.  Lyn-Cook announces UPC will do Up on the Lot at 3:00 pm tomorrow.  

President Smith announces its Dr. Austin’s birthday and everyone wishes her a Happy Birthday.

Bradley states the gift cards can be picked up from the new Vice-President Desai.
