· Contact a SSS counselor in the event that my grade in a particular course drops below a “C” average OR the semester or cumulative GPA falls below a 2.5
· Notify SSS if I change my schedule after registration, drop out of UALR, graduate, or transfer to another college or university
· Utilize tutoring services through SSS or another office on campus, as suggested or needed

· Attend SSS approved workshops that aim to prepare students for college success

· Attend SSS approved workshops that aim to engage students in their college journey
