4.  New Program Approval 

· Technology Innovation (Dr. Gary Anderson)

This is a certificate program to be based in the Information Science Department primarily for working professionals. The certificate will have two courses from EIT, two from College of Business and two electives. The certificate has already been approved by Business College and also by IFSC department. 

         Why is EIT involved? Technology does get involved; service science emphasis today; IFSC is the bridge between business and IT. Already 14 students are registered in a current course (technology innovation, half from industry and half from UALR current students)

Where will the graduates be employed?

Will there be an oversight body or a “board”? representing participating depts..

Will Dr. Anderson direct this program as a faculty in Applied Science?

Project will be guided by faculty from different dept faculty. More direct linkage between faculty expertise and possible project topics.

Summer support facilitated by offering the two new courses in the summer.

USC has a similar program in industrial engineering.

Suggest open invitation to college faculty for participating.

-- How do the students from existing Applied Science tracks move over? --- For example, grandfathering the first crop in terms of requirement?

-- Should we raise the GRE requirement? Can be vetoed by departmental representative?
