· Integrated Computing PhD Program – Based on the feedbacks from the Program Advanced Notice, the three Chairs from Computer Science, Information Science, and Systems Engineering are to take the next step. (Pending agenda item for the Committee.)

· Remaining Systems Engineering (SYEN) course-approval paper work. Some courses were tabled until SYEN Chair act on them, including potential overlap with existing courses. 
· The Software Engineering course will be modified and resubmitted. As an individual course, it will have three business days to broadcast to the home College–compared with seven days for new programs. The Committee will advise Sesh Mohan, SYEN Chair, and then wait for the paper work.
· Working with the EIT College Assembly, reform on the 4000/5000 approval process – synchronize between the Undergrad and Graduate Curriculum committees in our college. Since the Graduate Curriculum Committee (GCC) is a smaller body, one suggestion is to have the 5000 level approved first, then move on to the 4000 level, then paperwork will be submitted to the Undergraduate Council and Grad Council. Members of the GCC viewed this as the first priority for their work this academic year.
· How is a graduate course under consideration referred to the Doctoral Affair Committee (DAC)? It is fortunate that we have two DAC committee members also in the Grad Curr Comm. One possibility is to initiate in the paperwork in the Grad Curr Comm and at same time apprise DAC about the item. Members of the GCC viewed this as the Second priority for their work this academic year.
· Members of the Committee agreed to meet once a month first Wednesday of the month. The next meeting will be Oct 1st, 2008.
