1. Motion to approve “Minutes of 11/5/08 meeting” was made by DB , seconded by CB and approved unanimously by all present.
2. SYEN 5383 (Finite element Analysis) and ACI 7387 (Genomics) were approved unanimously.

3. As DB had to leave early, discussion on the “Grad Certificate on Tech Innovation” was taken up as the first item of business. There was concern as to whether there was enough faculty to support the Graduate Certificate. The list of courses and sample electives do not quite match with the background of the supporting faculty listed in the program proposal. Faculty roles need to be clarified, and the extent of faculty support needs to be gauged. There was a question on how the Certificate program will support Industry. It was also suggested that EIT faculty be contacted by email to find out what projects they can support of the certificate program.

  
 
AB made a motion to “approve the certificate program pending feedback being obtained from EIT faculty on contributions they can make to the certificate program regarding courses and projects”. Motion was seconded by DB and approved unanimously.
 4. Discussion on the Advanced Notice on “Integrated Computing” resulted in the following comments. These comments are to be incorporated in a draft memo and circulated to the committee members for approval by YC, the Committee Chair:

                     A. The Advanced Notice and the Program proposal need to be reviewed by the Committee that was originally created to develop the Integrated Computing proposal.
                    B. The minimum requirement for the total score obtained in Verbal and Quantitative sections of the GRE should be 1100 and not 1000. This was agreed upon by the committee mentioned in Item A above.

                   C. If current Applied Computing and Information Quality students in the Applied Science program choose to transfer to the new program, those students will be grandfathered in as long as they have been in the Applied Science program for 4 years or less.

                  D. The proposal needs to clearly state that the Integrated Computing faculty would continue to mentor students who are currently in the Applied Computing and Information Quality areas of Applied Science and choose to stay in those areas instead of transferring to the new program.

5. Other issues mentioned by CB was that (i) there was an agreement that the IFSC course on Database Systems Analysis and Design was to be cross-listed between IFSC and CPSC but was never done, (ii) the content of the proposed SYEN 5334 course on Software Systems Eng. has to be substantially different from the Software course offered in CPSC.
