· Minutes of the meeting held on November 3rd 2009 and February 3rd 2010 were approved.
· The Committee continued its deliberation on reforming the dual listed 4000/5000 course approval process. For discussion purposes, Abhijit prepared a flowchart for an improved process, which was reviewed by the committee. Abhijit will further refine the proposal based on committee comments.
· Liz Pierce introduced the following courses for the Integrated Computing PhD program, which are on the agenda for committee approval. 
1)  IFSC 7321 - Information Science and Theory

It will be offered once a year for those entering the Integrated Computing PhD program. It is a core course in the program, but may be taken as an elective by students from other programs.

2)  IFSC/CPSC/SYEN 7101, 7102, 7103 - Research Methods
As a set of three sequential offerings, this is a core course to be taken by students in the Integrated Computing program. The course introduces research principles and techniques progressively over three semesters. The three departmental labels cater for students from Information Science, Computer Science and Systems Engineering respectively. While the course can be instructed through the three departments under separate offerings, it could also be offered through one single offering, satisfying students registered under different departmental labels.  This course will not negate the need to attend the weekly seminars. 

3)  IFSC/CPSC/SYEN 7100 Independent studies

As a set of three courses, the offering caters to students from each of the three departments. While the course introduces research topics, the enrolled students are not expected to be working in the same research area as the course topics.
The course “SYEN 7355 - Essentials of Coding Theory” is already on the books. It is not a core course, and is listed on the agenda for discussion only, no approval action is required. 
· The committee approved all three courses, labeled (1) through (3) above, without any recommended changes.
