· Minutes of the meeting held on March 17, 2010 were approved.
· The Committee continued discussing the tabled item on “Non-thesis Applied Science Master of Science (MS) option,” in which the entire section in the Graduate Catalog on “Master of Science in Applied Science” is to be replaced.  Abhijit Bhattacharyya presented a revised document for consideration.  
· A preamble has been provided to explain the rationale in establishing the non-thesis option. 

· The requirements for the (MS program have been revised, to explain the difference between the thesis and non-thesis option. Within the non-thesis option, a table was presented documenting the requirements for 
1. the students already in the Applied Science (ASCI) PhD program that desires an MS degree on the way;
2. the students in the MS program that express interest in continuing with a PhD; and
3. the students that simply wish to obtain a non-thesis MS terminal degree.

· To reflect the interdisciplinary nature of the ASCI program, language was modified to show that selected courses can be taken outside the ASCI Department. The table describes the sample curriculum in the master program proposal for the three students groups outlined above. 

· Editorial changes were made, such as consistent number formatting using Arabic vs. Latin numerals.
· The motion to approve the PCF pending changes was approved.
· With the limited time remaining, Abhijit Bhattacharyya briefly introduced the Program Change Form (PCF) for PhD program. Based on the catalog, the student following various emphasis areas in the PhD program are required to pass candidacy exams in different specified subjects. The PCF is intended to update the section on "Candidacy Exam" in the Graduate Catalog. The modifications are:
· A candidacy subject entitled "Discipline Specific Applications" is to be uniformly applied to all emphasis areas, including Applied Chemistry and Applied Physics.
· The Applied Bioscience doctoral faculty has revised the candidacy subject offerings under the Applied Biosciences emphasis area, based on the current expertise and research/curricular interests of that group.
· In light of the recent changes in the Information Quality program, Liz Pearce pointed out that the corresponding changes are required for the Information Quality emphasis area
